The LFV Group consists of the State enterprise (Luftfartsverket) and its subsidiaries and associ-
ated companies. During 2007, LFV operated 16 airports and was responsible for air navigation 
services in Sweden. LFV reported sales of SEK 6.3 billion during 2007. Its operating profi t was 
SEK 816 M. At year-end, the number of employees was 4,035.

Our mission is to generate added value for our customers and promote air travel by operating 
cost-effective, safe and well managed airports and air navigation services. Our vision is that 
our customers shall single out LFV’s airports and air navigation services as a good example 
when it comes to cost-effectiveness, safety and functionality.

During 2007, a total of 30,112,918 passengers travelled through our airports, where 264,539 
landings took place. Our revenue comes predominantly from charges attributable to air traffi c 
at our airports and from traffi c that passes through Sweden’s airspace. 

Our other revenue comes from airport shops, parking spaces, conference facilities, restaurants 
and so on. Shops, restaurants and the like are run by tenants and business partners, while 
parking spaces are mainly run under LFV’s own auspices.
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
